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According to Statistics Canada’s estimates of environmental taxes, Yukon generated $36.4 million (in
current dollars) in environmental tax revenue in 2020. This was an increase of $1.4 million, or 3.9%,

compared to 2019 ($35.1 million).

Of the $36.4 million in environmental taxes generated in Yukon: $29.8 million, or 81.6% was attributable to
energy taxes; $5.9 million, or 16.3%, was attributable to transportation; 1.6%, was attributable to natural
resources taxes; and 0.5% was attributable to pollution taxes.

In 2020, environmental taxes: on Industry generated $25.1 million, or 69.0% of all environmental taxes
generated in Yukon; on Households generated $11.2 million, or 30.8%; and on Gross fixed capital

formation generated 0.2%.
